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1. Ask your colleague whether it’s all right (even) if you close the windows since the
wind has become strong.

2. [Regarding the class requirements at your college] Tell your friend that you must take
a class related to economics every year.

3. Tell your colleague that it is written that you must not practice tennis at this park.

4. [Regarding a reading assignment] Tell your classmate that your professor said that
you should (are expected to) be able to understand it even if you don’t use a dictionary.

5. [Regarding the winter in the area] Tell your colleague that depending on the year, there
are years when it barely snows and also years when it snows till spring.

6. [Regarding Mr. Hayashi, whose flight was delayed] Tell your friend that Hayashi
would not be on time for a lecture no matter how hurriedly he comes from the airport.
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
