I. NEWMAC SAAC meeting update (Maggie)
· Adopted a NEWMAC SAAC Constitution and bylaws

II. NCAA Legislation

· Be able to send to Yoshi (rep for GMAC and NEWMAC) feedback so she can talk with authority at national mtg
· Amateurism:
· Monetary allocation:

· Gives institution option to apportion by individual, but what’s the point of being on a team then?

· MIT would never put students on the spot to give money
· Turns people into charity cases

· What already happens -> swim teams fundraise for their own ticket (to training trips)

· Changes amateurism because people are giving money to individuals

· Can be very preferential.  When is this useful?

· eg shoes for specific athletes.  Still can be preferential though

· Positively affected people probably already do this

· Voted No

· Permit to compete in triathlons

· Problems: out of season, can still compete against same athletes.  In season, can’t participate with another team in a triathlon, because they’re on two teams at once.  Amendment: can’t do relays.

· Should be up to the coaches. Ours would not be ok with that.

· Amendment has not happened, and will not be occurring at this time.
· How could this go wrong?

· Can always disallow it later on.

· If this passes, we are setting a precedent for other sports (sand volleyball + volleyball, etc)

· Abstain because it won’t affect any of us

· Chose to abstain

· Seasons:

· Strength and conditioning coaches can have voluntary workouts for all student-athletes

· Currently out of season, strength and conditioning coaches are allowed to give feedback.  Normal coach can’t give coaching
· What if someone has strength and conditioning certification… Can they act as a strength coach and hold practice?

· With this:

· Coaches will take advantage of it

· How optional is “optional practice”?

· This change gives advantage to schools that DO have strength and conditioning coaches.
· School choice: if schools put money into it, then they have it.

· Chose to Oppose:
· Effectively changes sports into DI.  If they’re DI, what’s the point of having DIII?

· NCAA DIII Men’s Volleyball Champs

· Chose to Support

· NCAA Champs dressing athletes

· Should teams be able to dress as many athletes as they want?

· Recruiting advantage to be able say “you can always come to the champs”

· NCAA pays for the transportation.  Everyone wants to take more people, so this hurts the NCAA
· If you work with your team for the whole year, should you have to watch from the bleachers?

· NCAA already allots for alternates if you don’t make the travel squad.

· Max 100 for football – expecting abuse.

· Voted to oppose

· Allow hosts to enter into relationship with any organization for the specific purpose of marketing and promoting

· $ goes to host, but organization can’t identify themselves as sponsors.

· All this does is benefit championships

· Voted to support

· Currently NCAA management council is composed of presidents and chancellors of schools. Proposing to add AD, associate AD to council.

· We want AD’s voice as well as (perhaps instead of) President’s voice

· Support

· Let Management Council pass any “noncontroversial” legislature

· What is “noncontroversial?”

· President’s council shall retain authority to change actions

· Abstain from voting
· Eliminate corresponding membership and modify requirements for affiliated membership

· Abstain from voting

· Allow people to accept prize money based on performance in an open event, provided it occurs outside regular season, cannot exceed actual or necessary expenses, and must be provided directly by sponsor
· Slippery slope -> changes amateurism

· Very hard to track because out of season

· Semipro teams can only play for living expenses

· Vote to oppose

· Permit an institution to produce non-athletic promotional materials for use at high school or two year college athletics events
· Schools marketing themselves at HS or Junior College athletics events
· Happens in DI, do we want it to happen in DIII?

· Some schools don’t have the money

· Vote to support

· Wrestling:

· Abstain because we don’t have wrestling
